TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE TWO BENCHES OUTSIDE OF BURGOYNE PARK
The Clerk advised that the bench had now been installed outside of Burgoyne Park

TO DISCUSS THE CEMETERIES AND AGREE FURTHER ACTION IF NECESSARY
Aston Cemetery
The Committee discussed the upkeep of the cemetery and how nice it was looking, thanks were given to Landtech who cut the grass in the Cemetery and the Cemetery Operative.
The Clerk advised that a new roof had been installed on the building at the cemetery. The quotes for the new metal doors and window cover have not yet been received.   
It was RESOLVED that the Clerks be given delegated powers to finish the work to the building.

Swallownest Cemetery
The Committee discussed the proposed new cemetery extension and that planning permission would need to be sought for change of use, the Clerk advised the Committee that certain reports would be needed for the planning application, she advised that these were specialist reports and a company would need to used to undertake the work.

TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE READING ROOM
External Works
The Clerk advised that the external works to the Reading Room were now completed.
Kitchen
The Committee was presented with images of a proposed kitchen design along with quotations for the work. The specification outlined that the existing kitchen would be removed and replaced with a new installation, including the fitting of units, worktop, and splash back. The design also incorporated integrated appliances, and the scope of works extended to painting the walls and ceiling within the kitchen.
It was RESOLVED that Quote 1 be accepted and that the Clerks contacts the company and asks them to carry out the work.
Internal Painting
The Clerk advised the Committee that she had received a quote to have the Reading Room painted inside, this would include all the woodwork/panelling and the walls and ceiling. It was noted that the Reading Room had not been painted internally for many years.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk organise for the painting to be undertaken. 
Floral Displays
The Clerk reported that she had researched options for new pots for the floral display outside the Reading Room, noting that those used previously had not been visually appealing, particularly during the winter months. In response, the Committee queried how the pots would be secured, expressing concern that they could be vulnerable to theft if not fastened down appropriately.
It was RESOLVED that, providing the pots can be bolted down the Clerk be given delegated powers to purchase up to 5 pots and arranges for them to planted.
