TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON OLD AUGHTON REC (SPINNEY PARK)

The Clerk advised that all the new play equipment had now been installed. Work to the paths would commence on Monday 11th August with the tarmac being laid on Wednesday 13th August. A letter advising residents of the work and that the area will be closed during the laying of the tarmac will be hand delivered the weekend prior. 
The Clerk further advised that the office was still receiving complaints regarding the drainage work which had been carried out by RMBC, another email had been sent by the Clerk and the Head of Aughton Early Years to the Drainage Department stressing that the area was being used for fly tipping and that it still wasn’t safe for young people.

Resident B from Ardsley Avenue had contacted the Clerk to request a meeting with a representative from the Parish Council regarding the flood elevation work that took place in 2007.
