TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON OLD AUGHTON REC (SPINNEY PARK)

The Clerk advised that all the paths had now been tarmacked and that the three cherry blossom trees had gone in that day. She further advised that areas near the paths required additional topsoil and re-seeding. The wild flowers and the planting of shrubs would be undertaken next year.

TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE TREES AT LODGE LANE

The Clerk advised that work had been undertaken at Lodge Lane and that the branch hadn’t been resting on the resident’s fence. The fence had been leaning on the branch, the resident had been advised that the branch would not be removed.

TO RECEIVE AN UPDATE ON THE FLOOD ELEVATION WORK FROM 2007

The Clerk reported that she had met with a resident and an officer from the RMBC Flood Team regarding the bund at Lodge Lane. The resident had been provided with an explanation as to why the bund was constructed to its current height and the works undertaken to alleviate the risk of flooding. The resident enquired whether the bund could be reduced in height. RMBC advised that the Parish Council could arrange for this work to be carried out, but the reduction must not exceed 0.5 metres and would be at the Parish Council’s expense. 


RMBC also advised that maintenance work was required on the adjacent dyke area to clear it out.

It was RESOLVED that the Clerk gets quotes for reducing the bund and for removing the brambles and bushes from the dyke and brings the information back to a future meeting.

TO DISCUSS AUSTEN PARK  

The Clerk advised that several residents had contacted her regarding young people making fires and dens in the trees and bushes behind their properties, the fire service had been phoned out to attended on 3 occasions.
