2003    BONFIRE & FIREWORK UPDATE
The Clerk advised the Committee that following a meeting with the fairground company it had been agreed that there would be fewer rides and catering vans at the event this year to allow for a larger access/egress area.  The Clerk further advised that the ambulance and the pa system had been booked and that she was awaiting costs for security and a crossing point.

The Committee discussed the size of the bonfire and felt that it needed reducing, similar to the beacon bonfire.

ALLOTMENTS UPDATE
The Clerk advised that she had visited the allotments along with the Administrator and sadly more had not be worked over the past year, due to this the Clerk had sent our eviction notices to some allotment holders.

It was noted that on one of the sites, there were several sheds which were extremely damaged and precarious, the Clerk suggested that these plots be cleaned prior to a new tenant and that the size of the plots be made smaller.

AUSTEN PARK
The Committee were informed that holes had started to appear within the park which were most likely from someone metal detecting at night. A resident had complained about the holes which had been since has soil put in them.
